ON THE RECEIVER
3. Press the receiver Function button.

4. Press the receiver Select button.
Relay LEDs will light up red when in pairing mode.

ON THE TRANSMITTER
5. Press and hold buttons 1 and 2 until lights in the receiver flash or turn off (up to 10 seconds).

When the transmitter and receiver are paired, all LEDs in the receiver will flash.
If no transmitter is found within approximately 10 seconds, the receiver will exit to
normal operation. If this happens, repeat from step 3.
